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We will not be silent as the General Assembly moves North Carolina to 49th in the country in per pupil spending.
 
We will not be silent as the General Assembly freezes educator pay, letting North Carolina teacher compensation fall to 45th in the country.
 
We will not be silent as the budget put forth by the General Assembly causes Educational Support Staff and Teaching Assistants to be laid off. 
 
We will not be silent as the General Assembly raises class size.
 
We will not be silent as the General Assembly raises the cost of health care for educators and their families.
 
We will not be silent as the General Assembly unfairly targets us.

As the public heard yesterday at our press conference, we believe the bill to make it illegal for educators to be a member of NCAE through payroll deduction is unconstitutional.
